In one sentence, what is the message you want to bring?

How did you decide to start with a very special project like this? (travel from top to top)

(Apparently he had a nearly dead experience and after recovering he realized what the important things are in life)

Why do you dedicate so much of your own time to the world?

How long did you think this expedition would last ? (4years)

How long are you on the way now? (9years?)

How much longer is it going to last?

Why are you doing it so much longer then planned?

So doing this expedition was originally not planned with children.

Why did this idea change and why did you continue?

Is it harder then before without kids?

How do you do it when you climb a mountain?

What are your professions and how do they help in what you do now?

(She is a nurse and he is a mountaineer. Because she is a nurse she wanted to join in this project)

You have been traveling 2getter and the kids where born on the way. How did you meet?

What do you do when you miss your family and friends?

(She writes in her diary. Local families help them a lot as well)

In a way you are stuck on the boat so how to keep yourself busy?

Do you have Internet? TV? Daily newspaper?

Your boat works on solar and wind energy what if there is no wind or sun?

(They just have to wait. One time they waited almost 10days)

How much food do you have stocked on the boat until you run out?

What happened before that made you scared ?  worried ?

(Especially as a mum)

You get your money from your sponsors this money you probably do not spend on high tech or luxurious products. How do you handle this? Do you miss it?

Where did you get the money to do this project?

(At the start up they run out of money and had to start working in there regular jobs again. It took several years to get a sponsor.)

You want to reach children and deliver them a message, as they are the future. But why do you not fly from country to country so you can have a bigger reach? (Dario said that because of climbing, sailing and biking he could regain energy and stay passionate. If you would rush from one place to another you might reach more people but you will loose your passion and people will stop listening)

So if you arrive in a new country how do you deliver your message? Is it interactive? (he says he is not a missionary who comes somewhere and tells people immediately how to do what. They look around, find `good` examples and share what they have seen throughout the world. They also organize clean ups of the environment wherever they are also during one of their latest visits om Mount Everest)

As to the Shanghai World Expo, is this your first time to visit the expo? How do you like it? The slogan of Shanghai Expo is “Better City, Better Life”, but obviously your past seven years’ experience is not so close to urban life. Do you never get tired of not having a` house-garden-kitchen-car` like anyone else?

(He is looking forward to have this. The grass is always greener on the other side)

Will you still be able to enjoy daily urban life after have had so many adventures?

As you are from Switzerland, what’s your impression of the Swiss Pavilion? What’s you favorite part of the Pavilion?
